Registration deadline for camp is Noon on June 8, for your child to attend the first week of
camp.

The one we
place in front of our Reredos is just a simple
wooden one, as is the one in the chapel and
other locations within our Divinity home.

The cross does not have speakers, but as we
focus on it and meditate about it, it still speaks
words of hope to us.
