This past weekend | attended a seminar with Dr. Jon Pahl entitled “Sex and
Salvation.” What struck me the most about the three days 1 studied with him '
was the message of non-violence he promoted. He articulated that the best
way for us to uphold our beliefs on salvation is to practice peace in every §
component in our lives — from how we speak to our spouses, to how we ad- %
dress others in public, and how we read our scripture. | was moved, and couldn’t help but wonder if
the conflicts we experience when addressing LGBT issues came from a place of spiritual infidelity. If
we are truly being faithful to Christ’s lessons of loving God and loving others, then it should be easy
for us to promote peace in all aspects of our lives, both through our prayer and our actions.

I was rolling this idea around in my mind when | turned on the news and learned about the death of
Osama Bin Laden. | honestly don’t know how | feel about the situation. At first, there's a part of
me that feels a great sense of peace in knowing that the families who lost loved ones on 9/11 finally
have a finite end to their horror. There's a part of me that feels proud that our country has not
stopped seeking answers and retribution for the innocent loss of our fellow countrymen. But there is
a baser part of me that can’t help but be appalled at the spectacle the media is making over this
murder.

I’ll never forget 9/11. | was in high-school, and my choir director had heard about the first plane
crash and had turned on the news in class. | watched as the second plane flew into the tower. | re-
member being so overwhelmed with grief that | became physically numb and dizzy and had to sit
down. $chool was evacuated, and that evening I sat with my family in a vigil at Divinity Lutheran
Church, trying to wrap my head around the reason for this terrible loss. | remember feeling nau-
seous with watching the following news reports where | saw Al-Qaeda operatives celebrating in the
streets over our serious and profound loss. In the years to come, | remember seeing the discrimina-
tion of American Muslims within our own society, the social fear of cultures of non-Arian descent,
and the continued separation of “us” and “them.” Through it all, | felt, and continue to feel, a strong
affection for those who had to fight against their fear and live Christ’s message of peace, acceptance
and non-violence.

It is because of that affection |1 will not celebrate in the street that a heinous man is dead. 1 will not
rejoice in the loss of a human life, no matter how despicable, degrading, and unjust his life was. |
will not lower myself to his level and lose my fidelity to Jesus and the ideals that help the families of
Bin Laden’s victims heal. 1 will not mirror evil.

I write these things with nothing but the high-
est regard for my nation, and for the military
and government officials who have to make
the decisions I could never make. | am proud,
so very proud, to live in a nation that will stop
at nothing to protect my life and the life of
the American people. | have a cousin who is a
police officer, and my maternal grandfather
served this nation faithfully in the military
and Cleveland Strike Force. It is because of
my affection for my family and our military
that 1 will not shout “USA!” upon seeing the
tortured face of Bin Laden. No matter how
we feel about the loss of his life, one of our
own had to pull the trigger. One of our own
buried him at sea. One of our
own has gone through an ex-
perience that no person should
have to experience to protect
the lives of our nation.

That is not something | take lightly, and in
my gratitude for safety and freedom, | will
continue to live a life promoting non-violence.
It is out of respect to our military that | will
grieve with them in the experiences they have
faced for the greater good. When 1 lift my
voice in prayer tonight, it will not be in
thanksgiving for the death of a dictator, but
in thanksgiving that through Christ’s salva-
tion we find eternal peace.

A few of you commented to
me about how “loud” our
Easter morning services were.
“People were even talking during Holy Com-
munion!”

That got me to reflecting on public spaces
(churches, schools, libraries, theaters) and pri-
vate spaces (car, home, office).

It used to be considered rude behavior to talk
in worship, in a classroom, in the library or
theater. Now it is accepted.

It used to be rude to answer the phone when
you were in the physical presence of others.
Now there is nowhere you can go and not
hear people engaging in personal phone calls
in public places. While | was standing in line
at Giant Eagle the other day, I listened to and
watched a very animated and agitated man
have a “private” quarrel about money on his
cell phone. As he continued arguing with his
wife, his voice got louder and his language
became “inappropriate” for a grocery store.
As | tried to make eye contact to let him know
about my agitation, he finally looked at me,
realized he was holding me up, and quickly
ended the fight. He did apologize while swip-
ing through his credit card, but qualified the
apology with, “you know how wives are!”

All this private noise in public places can be
distracting. When did we become so self-
important? When did | accept the premise
that | was so important that |1 need to be
strapped to a cell phone and available the
moment you call? The church has existed for
centuries without cellular communication.

We are family and when we come together,
especially at Easter and Christmas, we are
noisy. As one of you reminded me, “it is a joy-
ful noise we make unto the Lord—even when
we're talking during holy communion.” We
do have public places to talk like in our nar-
thex, fellowship hall, Sunday $chool rooms,
and most certainly, our parking lot.

Our sanctuary worship is a time to be noisy
and sing and a time to listen quietly and re-
flect. When we come together as family to
worship in our public space, there should al-
ways be consideration for others in the sanc-
tuary.

Our cell phones should be turned off so you
don’t have to sprint up the aisle with phone
ringing in hand or searching through your
purse to shut off the ringing. For one hour,
rediscover the joy of being disconnected from
the immediate needs of others. You will be
more fully in the moment without them.
When the prelude begins, end your conversa-
tions. Try sitting quietly and let the music
transport you into worship. This is a wonder-
ful time to pray.

If you have a hard
time hearing or are
easily distracted, sit
towards the front. If
the noise and commo-
tion are behind you, 1 0-,00-0"9 o X
it’s far less distracting.

Let’s teach our children the difference be-
tween private spaces and public spaces and
encourage them to do their part in being an
important part of our worshipping family.
