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Treasurer’s Year Lnd Repows

When we look at the church finances, we have two main categories of funds.

First are the General Operating Funds. General Operating Funds are monies used for the day to
day operation of Divinity. This would include ministries that we do not want to terminate at the end
of the year, salaries, utilities, normal building repairs and upkeep, and anything else we do on an on-
going basis. These ongoing expenses can be larger than some might realize. For example, our gas
bill for the year was $24,390 and our electric bill for the year was $15,179.

We finished the year with $16,457 in the general operating fund. This happened because our mem-
bers were very generous in December, giving almost $55,000 in general offerings. The only nega-
tive was that we finished the year a little over $8,000 behind in benevolence payments to the ELCA.
A January general operating beginning balance of $16,000 means that things are going to be very
tight by the end of the summer. So we unfortunately could not make up the shortfall in money owed
to the ELCA. Shortfalls like this, times many churches, can create some real challenges for the
ELCA.

The second main category of funds are the dedicated funds. Dedicated funds are for projects that
have a definite ending date or a very pressing need to have the money kept separate from the regu-
lar church finances. One example would be for a youth trip. The youth raise money for the trip, and
then spend it to do the trip. Another example would be the library money. Many years ago a gift of
$10,000 was given to help pay for library expenses. A stipulation of the gift was that only interest
generated from that money could be used (thus guaranteeing the money would never run out).
Money given on a dedicated basis has to be to one of the existing dedicated accounts. Additional
dedicated accounts can only be established by permission of your friendly treasurer and/or of the
finance board. The table below shows the year end balance of our dedicated accounts:
