In today's economy
things or words like
job descriptions and
resumes" are
included in everyday
language.

I've
chased money-changers off the temple g
rounds and even used a whip to do so. | have
had some tough discussions with a lot of
intellectuals and called some religious leaders
some pretty nasty names.
